PROCESS Made using a traditional technique, a Le-
no-weave. The technique originates from the
fashion industry and is used in clothes detailing.
Each throw’s weave is a mix between 2-3 colors
of yarn, weaved together to give the throw its
3-dimensional ripple effect.
